Important...
All participants must stay alert as to their 
next race –times cannot be given due to the 
unknown quantity of competitors.

All efforts will be made by the race marshalls 
to ensure each competitor is in the correct 
race.

HOWEVER if they miss their race then they 
may NOT BE ABLE to be placed in another!

It will be your responsibility to push your 
trolley from the finish line along the river path 
to the rowing club where it will be taken back 
to the pits. Failure to do this may result in 
you not making your next race!

Safety is Paramount! You must listen to 
all instructions given by race officials. 
The start line moves further up the hill 
with each race category. While speed is 
an element, the focus is on fun.

Every competitor will get at least two races.  
A practice run, or more if time permits. 
Heats, and depending on numbers in your 
category, perhaps a consolation event where 
you may still make it to the semifinals.

Don’t give up early!!

TROLLEY DERBY 2010

ENTRY FORM

Rules
1.	 You must obey the officials on duty.

2.	 You must race in your own age group.

3.	 You must wear a helmet.

4.	 Only one person per trolley.

5.	 Long trousers and gloves are 		
	 mandatory.

6.	 Trolleys must have at least three wheels!

7.	 Forward facing, lying down trolleys are 	
	 not permitted due to safety reasons.

8.	 Drivers must be seated, facing forward.

9.	 Trolleys must have an effective braking 	
	 system if the driver is 10 years or over.

10.	Trolleys must pass safety inspection 		
	 before racing begins.

11.	You must be registered to race.

12.	Any one trolley can race in a maximum 	
	 of two age group race categories.

13	 Only one trolley per school to be entered 	
	 in the official school category - to be 	
	 raced only in the school category

14.	No ramming of other trolleys or barriers.

15.	Officials may remove / exclude any 		
	 competitor if they are not obeying  
	 the rules.

16.	No push starts. Rolling Starts Only!

17.	Maximum trolley sizes: 
	 Width: 1200mm 
	 Length: 3000mm 
	 Minimum Ground Clearance: 50mm

18.	Rope steering will NOT be permitted 
	 (for safety reasons).

19.	No foot steering.

20.	Angle of turn no more than 20° either 	
	 way for front wheels.
